4. What is Jesus referring to when He speaks of the heavenly lights going out 

and the sky quaking? How does the OT help us to understand it?  

5. Read 2 Peter 3:10 and Revelation 6:12-17. How does this shed light on 

what Jesus is referring to? And how do the events spoken of in these 

passages relate to the destruction of Jerusalem? 

6. What are the various characteristics of Christ’s coming in vv. 30-31? Is this 

primarily referring to His coming to heaven or His coming to earth? 

7. Why is it important for us to have a proper understanding of the end of 

history?
