6. What two outcomes does the psalm point us to for the righteous and the 

wicked? 

7. How does this psalm point us to Jesus, His resurrection, and our 

inheritance in Him?

1. What injustices have I faced, and how does Psalm 37 reorient my thinking 

about them? 

2. Have I considered that the circumstances that I don’t like may be God’s 

way of inviting me into a deeper experiential acquaintance with Himself? 

3. How have Christ’s death and resurrection proven the truthfulness of 

David’s wise words? Why should that give me hope and deliver me from
